 SECOND  SUNDAY   
IN  ORDINARY  T IME  

Life is full of surprises, some pleasant, some not. The scriptures are filled with 
stories of Godôs surprises cropping up where least expected: younger children 
obtaining the inheritance; the lowliest being seated highest up; an itinerant 
preacher, killed like a criminal, exalted to eternal, heavenly glory.  
 Anybody who has planned a wedding or similar event knows that they are 
filled with opportunities for surprises. For that bridegroom (who, in todayôs 
Gospel story, has no direct contact with Jesus) the pleasant surprise came be-
cause somebody else had paid attention and had faith in Jesus. 
 We may think that the point of todayôs familiar story of the wedding at Cana 
is that, when we have faith in Jesus, our lives will be pleasantly changed. A 
Christian, however, needs to have a broader perspective, and realize that to 
have faith in Christ means that somebodyôs life ð maybe our own, maybe 
somebody elseôs ð will be surprised for the better.  

H APPILY  EVER  AFTER  
How often have we used the phrase ñ. . . and they lived happily ever afterò to mark the end of a story? We use the phrase 
to indicate that, technically, the story is not over, since the characters still have a lifetime of stories to go through; yet 
the happy conclusion of that lifetime is a foregone conclusion, as is the happy ending of our own lives if we but follow 
the moral principles the story contains. The Gospel writers use similar devices to give us a sneak preview of the happy 
ending in store. In Johnôs Gospel, the signs and wonders of Jesus serve this purpose. They are not only a manifestation 
of Godôs power in Jesus, they signal in some way the final destiny of his own life in the glory of his eternal reign. Like 
any good crafter of a story, John places a moral directive on the lips of one his characters, in this case the mother of Je-
sus: ñDo whatever he tells youò (John 2:5). 

ONLY  THE  BEGINNING  
.At the conclusion of todayôs Gospel we hear that the disciples of Jesus ñbegan to believe in himò (John 2:11) following 
this sign, though they are referred to as his disciples at the outset of the story. This is a reminder that a ñdiscipleò is not 
one who comes with belief one hundred percent intact, but is somebody who follows Christ one hundred percent of the 
time, no matter what. This we do by following the admonishment ñDo whatever he tells you.ò It is this cooperative as-
pect of discipleship that is reinforced by Paulôs wonderful description of the working together and cooperation of the 
many gifts of the one same Spirit by disciples in order to build the Church. It is through our ongoing cooperation and 
dedication of our gifts to the work of the gospel that things will continue to change through the power of Jesus Christ. 
Perhaps it will not be water changing into wine as in Cana long ago, but it can definitely be the transforming of the 
world around us in his name

MERCY  TODAY 1 
ñ...Saint John Paul II 
highlighted 2 the fact that 
we had forgotten the 
theme of mercy in todayôs 
cultural milieu: óThe pre-
sent-day mentality, more 
perhaps than that of peo-
ple in the past, seems 

opposed to a God of mercy, and in 
fact tends to exclude from life and to 
remove from the human heart the 
very idea of mercy. The word and 
the concept of 
ñmercyò seem to 
cause uneasiness in 
man,  who, thanks to the 
enormous development 
of science and technolo-
gy, never before known in 
history, has become the 
master of the earth and 
has subdued and dominated it 
(cf. Gen 1:28). This dominion over 
the earth, sometimes understood in 
a one-sided and superficial way, 
seems to have no room for mercyé

And this is why, in the situation of 
the Church and the world today, 
many individuals and groups guided 
by a lively sense of faith are turning, 
I would say almost spontaneously, to 
the mercy of Godô. 
 ñFurthermore, Saint John Paul II 
pushed for a more urgent proclama-
tion and witness to mercy in the con-
temporary world: óIt is dictated by 
love for man, for all that is human 
and which, according to the intui-
tions of many of our contemporaries, 
is threatened by an immense danger. 
The mystery of Christé obliges me to 
proclaim mercy as Godôs merciful 
love, revealed in that same mystery 
of Christ. It likewise obliges me to 
have recourse to that mercy and to 
beg for it at this difficult, critical 
phase of the history of the Church 
and of the worldô. This teaching is 
more pertinent than ever and de-
serves to be taken up once again in 
this Holy Year. Let us listen to his 
words once more: óThe Church lives 
an authentic life when she professes 
and proclaims mercy ï the most stu-
pendous attribute of the Creator and 
of the Redeemer ï and when she 
brings people close to the sources of 
the Saviourôs mercy, of which she is 
the trustee and dispenserôò.

FOR  THE  CHURCH , ñORDINARY ò IS  . . .  

EXTRAORDINARY  
When you hear ñordinaryò you probably 
think nothing special, normal, or com-
monplace. When you hear that the 
church is now in Ordinary Time, you 
might think that weôve entered an unim-
portant time or a breathing period until 
we ramp up for Lent, Easter, Advent or 
Christmas.    
 Actually, it means a lot more.  
ñOrdinaryò stems from the Latin word 
ordo  meaning order.  The weeks in Ordinary Time reflect 
the ordered life of the church and a time set aside for re-
flecting on and celebrating our call to follow Jesus day by 
day.   
 This past Monday, we began Ordinary Time with Jesus 
calling the disciples and them dropping their nets to fol-
low him. Such a movement in the lives of the disciples 
challenges us to try, with the grace of God, to drop what-
ever may be hindering us in our efforts to become fervent 
disciples. 
 Thus, there is no such thing as Ordinary Time in the life 
of a follower of Jesus Christ. The same happens to us 
whenever we respond to those silent tugs of grace to fol-
low Christ. It may come in the form of being attracted to 
journaling, reading the bible, or some spiritual classic. It
