ONE IN CHRIST

Friends,

I'd like to think St. Norbert Parish is a community centered on prayer.
Yes, we pray at Mass, but prayer must be incorporated into everything
we do. Each staff meeting begins & ends with prayer. Our small groups,
school, religious education, and Adult Faith formation programs do the
same.

You might say, duh, yea, this is the Church that Christ built, so of course,
we pray. But | believe we're called to go deeper. It's not praying just

to pray but to continue to build our personal relationship with Jesus.
And to do that takes extra effort. Building a relationship with Christ
means reading scripture daily, meditating on God's word. When reading
scripture faithfully, we meet God.

Strengthening our relationship with Jesus calls us to incorporate

quiet time to hear his whisper. To calm our distractions and to listen
for direction from the God of all creation who loved us into being.
Consistent prayer will open our hearts more fully to the mercy and love
of God. In fervent prayer, we speak to God's heart to heart.

Building our relationship with God also call's us to help our sisters and
brothers in need. We will see Jesus when serving each other. Look for
Jesus in the alienated, the broken, and the imperfect. In other words, we
look for Christ in each other. Remember, we are all a work in progress.
Ourjourney of faith calls us to share the love of Jesus with everyone we
meet friends and foes, family, co-workers, and those we share a pew
with.

And that brings me to the Gospel for today. The Canaanite woman
boldly seeks healing for her daughter. At first, we may feel put off by
how Jesus treats the Canaanite women. But upon further review, let's
look closer at her fervent, persistent prayer. "Oh woman, great is your
faith." Let's pray for the faith of this Canaanite woman and imitate her
persistence.
