ONE IN CHRIST

Friends,

Today's readings paint the picture of a vineyard or a garden. Gardens

are environments carefully created by gardeners to enable plants to be
healthy and bear abundant fruit. God sees our souls as gardens of virtue.
Just as God supplied the vineyard with air, sunlight, water, soil, the wall
to protect it, and the tower to guard it, he supplies each of us with life,

talents, opportunities, sacraments, faith, and the guidance of the Church.

No good thing doesn't owe its origin and existence to God.

One of the best things that God gives us is his mercy and patience. In
today's readings, God gives his tenants the chance to do the right thing.
When they don't do what's right, God sends three different messengers,
including his son. He could have evicted those selfish stewards right
away. But God is patient with our sins and selfishness. He keeps giving us
more and more chances than we deserve. God never gives up on us, even
though sometimes we give up on ourselves.

God's boundless mercy is the best evidence of hisimmense goodness.
And how can we deepen our knowledge of Cod's goodness? St. Paul says
we must become people of prayer: offering God all our worries, thanking
him for all our gifts, and contemplating all the good things God has done
and surrounded us with.

The society around us, our selfishness, and the devil try to clog up our
minds with complaints and problems so that we lose sight of the bigger
picture. Only by consciously lifting our hearts and minds to God each
day do we gradually come to root our lives in the deep, rich soil of God's
goodness.

How is our prayer life? Does it include heart-to-heart conversations with
Christ? In the Mass, as we renew our faith in God's boundless goodness
and mercy, let's also renew our commitment to being Christian’s worthy
of our name, Christians who love Christ enough to spend some time with
him in personal prayer every single day.
